and the River Rhymney. Natural Resources Wales
is working with partners and the community to
design and deliver a flood scheme.

This newsletter aims to keep you informed of the
scheme’s progress and upcoming consultation.

Public Exhibition

Many thanks to everyone who attended the public exhibition
on the 20th July, over 120 people signed into the event.

We would like anyone who attended who has not yet
commented on the design to please submit a feedback
form to us. We will be using these comments to consider
potential design changes.

The main changes we have made since October 2014 relate to
changing the level of flood protection offered by the scheme,
to a 1.75 year standard of flood protection in the gardens.

This standard of defence will mean:

Wall Heights: These will be reduced at a number of locations,
with as much as a 0.5m reduction at the Sandies (Railway
Gardens) and Waterloo Gardens.

Defence Lengths: The length of flood defences has been
significantly reduced. Works around Pen-Y-Lan Library and
Roath Brook Gardens are now sustainably reduced.

Housing Insurance: A 1:75 year standard of protection is the
minimum requirement for insurers.

Handrailing near Blenheim Road to be reviewed.

Waterloo Gardens
Additional planting to be considered near the flood wall.

The Sandies (Railway Gardens)
Footpath alignment to be adjusted.

What’s Next?

We are currently in the process of obtaining financial sign off on
the revised design from the Welsh Government. We are required
to complete this before submitting a planning application.

Following this we will be submitting our plans to the Planning
Authority in October 2015, this will provide a further round of
consultation on the scheme.

Prior to the planning application we will contact residents who
requested a site visit the opportunity to walk the site with our
design team.
