Care 
should be taken on the section below 
Diosgydd Uchaf as this can be wet and 
slippery at times.
*If there has been a lot of rain, the Afon Llugwy 
may flood across the section of the path that 
follows the river back into Betws y Coed. Follow 
the diversion under such conditions.
